Class room procedure

There are 7 major units for each course and each Unit has been further divided into 2-4 sub units in the form of work
sheets. Totally we may have around 30 plus work sheets for the course

Students can do the activity individually, in pair or in groups

They should jot down their reflection in the space provided for the purpose.

The points are discussed in the class and moderated by the teacher

The activity sheet is followed by a case study sheet. Students will read it and analyse it. The class shares the insights.
Students enter their learning points in the box provided.

The last sheet for the unit is the summing up. Here, additional points by way of Theory, Data, Statistics, news stories are
given. Video clips, PPTs, slide shows are also made available for viewing.

The teacher finally sums up the entire unit showing the connection between the different work sheets.

The students are expected to keep the completed work sheets in tact. They are expected to spiral bind them along with
the project reports they do and submit them to their teachers for assessment. During the first test time they will submit
the first assignment and at the end of the semester they submit the entire Work Sheets spiral bound. The first assignment
will carry 40 marks and the second another 40 marks and 20 marks allotted for extra assignments, regularity and
attendance. A student is not eligible for the credit unless he has completed all the worksheets in time.

There won’t be any organized tests and examinations (internal and semester) for the courses.

There would be special lectures on specific areas to address cluster disciplines (2/3 major departments).
